The Liquidity Risk Management framework of the Company is governed by its Asset Liability Management Policy of the Company. The Asset Liability
Committee of the Board (ALCO) oversee the implementation of liquidity risk management strategy of the Company and ensure adherence to the risk
tolerance/limits set by the Board. Meetings of ALCO are held periodically.

Notes:

A “Significant counterparty” is defined as a single counterparty or group of connected or affiliated counterparties accounting in aggregate for more than 1% of
the total liabilities.

Total Liabilities has been computed as sum of all liabilities (Balance Sheet figure) less Equities and Reserves/Surplus.

Public Funds includes funds raised either directly or indirectly through public deposits, inter-corporate deposits, bank finance and all funds received from
outside sources such as funds raised by issue of Commercial Papers, debentures etc. but excludes funds raised by issue of instruments compulsorily
convertible into equity shares within a period not exceeding five years from the date of issue.

RBI had introduced the liquidity coverage ratio (LCR) to ensure that NBFC has an adequate stock of
unencumbered high-quality liquid assets (HQLA) to survive a significant liquidity stress lasting for a
period of 30 days. LCR is defined as a ratio of HQLA to the total net cash outflows estimated for the
next 30 calendar days.

The Company has an Asset Liability Management Committee (ALCO), a management level committee
to handle liquidity risk. The ALCO meets at periodic intervals. At the apex level, the Risk Management
Committee (RMC), a sub-committee of the Board of Directors of the Company, oversees the liquidity
risk management. The RMC subsequently updates the Board of Directors on the same.
